ïManungabum, Ngurangaeta of the Lairga Ballug Clan and 

Neyerneyerneet of the Dja Dja Wurrung. 

ïIôd also like to acknowledge a contemporary Elder Uncle Brien 

Nelson, a Jaara Elder. 

ïAnd a whitefella, John Morieson, who died recently and was buried at 

Carlsrue after a life devoted to the recovery and interpretation of 

Aboriginal culture..
